CHAIRMAN’S COLUMN

t the time of writing this column the Vaco proposal has
not been received but it is still hoped that we will be
able to receive it and present it to a Special General Meeting.

In this issue you will find information on procedures leading
up to our 2011 AGM. We have struggled to fill some of the
posts over the past year but it needs to be recognised that if
we are to continue as a bowling club for even only another
season or two then it is essential that members put their
names forward to carry out the various functions that are
necessary to keep the club functioning. It is appreciated that
a lot of us have “been there, donedtf but we
acknowledge that it is essential that posts essential to the
running of the club need to be filled.
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Apart from management matters our financial position is
such that we all need to give serious thought to our
immediate, let alone longer term future. It appears we will
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end up the current financial year with around $40/50,000
cash in the bank which may not be enough to see us through
the winter months. A
financial performances adjusted for current wages
arrangements shows that as currently structured our excess of
expenditure over income for the May/September period will
be $44,000.

While a formal 2011/2012 forecast has not yet been
completed, it is currently estimated that as we are presently
structured our next financial year will see us with a cash
deficit of $70/80,000. Apart from being unsustainable this
level of deficit funding is not responsible management of
club assets in my view.

Avenues available to reduce the cash deficit include:

The above are the main areas where significant changes can
be made. In detailing the above I have ignored the effect
members acceptance of the Vaco proposal would have
because we do not yet have a firm proposal so cannot make
any assumptions apart from saying that should it be accepted
there will probably be an early benefit to our cash position
but the timing or amount of this cannot yet be quantified.

From the playing point of view the number of entries in
previously popular events is down and we have had to cancel
some events including for the first time in our history, |

difficult to attract entries into the Handicap / 1-5 Yr /
Intermediate events, and in particular,t he Men' s
Championships. Our magnificent facilities are under-
utilised, and unfortunately becoming even more so. | have
